Hello,

To encrypt a document, go to "Personal" >> "Scrambler." Until a password is entered, the encryptor won't expect one. Once a password is entered (must be at least 3 characters), the Scrambler won't run without it.

Double clicking on the blue label "Code" will allow you to see the code you're typing to avoid typos. Double clicking again returns the code text to asterisks.

Use the "Enter" key to enter passwords and password confirmations.

Once the code is entered, hit "Encode" to scramble the document's text. Once the document is scrambled, unscrambling it will require entering the code EXACTLY as it was entered the first time, punctuation and all. Even the capitalization must be entered the same way. Otherwise the document may be scrambled beyond retrieval.

Trying to encrypt smiley faces and arrows will yield unexpected results. Unusual characters will usually get deleted. Sometimes Word's "Auto Text" makes it through the wash, sometimes it doesn't. To allow for those characters would slow this program to a crawl, therefore seemed impractical.

Upper case numeric keys (!, @, #, $, etc) will scramble and unscramble as expected.
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
